@) Installation Notes

Before installing UV247 it is necessary to determine the
optimal mounting location inside the air system. First, look
for the area with the heaviest mold growth. Also consider
a location that will allow the germicidal UV light to

shine on the greatest surface area. For enhanced anti-
microbial effect 2 or more lamps can be installed in
different parts of the air system.

Guv Lamp Connection

1. When all the other components are properly installed connect the UV Lamp
cable to the Power supply cable.

2. Make sure the clips are aligned and then push the connectors firmly together.
A tight connection ensures a proper seal.
